NEWS FROM OUR CANAL PARK AGENCIES

D & R CANAL STATE PARK

Work has begun on the pedestrian bridge across the canal in Colonial Park, Franklin Township. During
portions of the construction period, the towpath between Amwell Road and Weston Causeway will be closed
to allow access for the machinery needed for the bridge placement. The completion date for this project is June
30, 2009. The pebbly towpath surface from Blackwells Mills to South Bound Brook will be addressed within a
month and, hopefully replaced soon thereafter.

D&R CANAL COMMISSION

Construction of the barrier-free ramps for access to the towpath at Washington Crossing State Park has
begun. With the help of Commissioner Knights, Director Hahn has worked out an arrangement with the
contractor for the Route One/Millstone River bridge repair project to undertake riparian restoration of the
south bank of the Millstone River (property owned by Princeton University). This is mitigation for the use
of the opposite bank as a staging area for the project; the land is presently preserved through a conservation
easement held by the commission. He also reported that the rehabilitation of the Prallsville sawmill is under-
way, on time and on budget thus far. Finally, Mr. Hahn recommended that the commission pass a resolution
approving the draft adopted regulations. Mr. Loos moved approval of the adoption document; Mr. Albert
seconded the motion, and it passed unanimously. It is anticipated that these regulations will be adopted on
June 1, 2009, and will be posted on the website, www.dandrcanal.com, on that date.

NEW JERSEY WATER SUPPLY AUTHORITY

Beginning in July and lasting until fall, the NJ Water Supply Authority will be working underneath the
path in Lambertville by Swan Creek. It should not impact park traffic on the towpath. Phase I of the Swan
Creek Aqueduct repair was completed, and the bulkhead behind the former flower shop on Route 29 has
been removed. The Landing Lane spillway will be re-graveled to fill gaps.
