     Mr. Lengel represents the newly-opened Roebling Museum, located in the 
century-old gatehouse, the entrance to the former John A. Roebling's Sons         
Company manufacturing plant in the town of Roebling. Within the next few 
months, the museum will gradually open its galleries with state-of-the-art light-
ing, a media center for films and lectures, and a research archive. The plans have 
been executed by respected museum architects and skilled renovation directed by 
the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency. Initially, visitors will see a sampling 
of the museum’s potential for outstanding display and, as funds become avail-
able, the total exhibition plan will be completed. Six galleries will exhibit the 
complete history of the Roeblings: products, inventions, factories, bridges, the 
family, the workers, and the village they built. 

����� The Roebling Museum Project was developed by the Roebling Historical Society over ten years ago. As 
part of a U.S. Environmental Protection Agency cleanup of the 240-acre Superfund site that was once the              
Roebling plant, the EPA is spending $6.1 million as a 
pilot project to refurbish the Main Gate building of the 
Roebling plant as a 7,500 square foot museum. 
They  are also cleaning up seven acres of surrounding 
land to exhibit major industrial artifacts from the plant, 
including a 28-foot flywheel, a pair of elevated                   
craneways and a steel charging pot and ladle that are 
already on display.

CONGRATULATIONS TO THE WINNERS OF THE 19TH ANNUAL 5 K FUN RUN 

*Also placed in 2009 
**Consistent winners 
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    The 19th Annual D & R Canal Watch 5K Fun Run on April 3, 2010 was a huge success!  In sharp 
contrast to last year, the day was absolutely perfect for running; the sunny, 80-degree conditions predicted 
didn’t materialize until afternoon. The fantastic news: 306 runners and 10 walkers registered and a                
record 288 finished the 5K run!  Of the known finishers (five are not identified), 133 were female and  
150 male. This far exceeds our previous best (2006 fifteenth anniversary) year, when 289 registered and                   
233 runners finished. The results are posted on the website, www.canalwatch.org.  
 
191(over half) ran this race for the first time; at least two runners have participated in all nineteen races                  
and others have missed only one. The youngest male and female runners this year were Ryan Miner, age 7, 
and Bridget Wheeler, 8.  The oldest runner was a 79-year-old male; three other septuagenarian runners (age 
70, 76, and 78, all male) also finished.  The oldest females to finish were both 65, but one female walker, 79, 
tied as oldest participant of the day.  While the vast majority of the registrants were from New Jersey and 
Pennsylvania, there were two runners each from Virginia and Florida, and one from California; all five of 
these runners from afar were winners in their age categories. At least two dogs traversed the course with 
their owners, but we didn’t see any baby joggers this year. It is always gratifying to see so many families 
running together; a quick count of the list sorted by street address revealed 115 runners living with at least 
one fellow runner—a spouse or parent/child.  Our only disappointment: we ran out of T-shirts; there were no 
promises to same-day registrants, but we regret terribly that five pre-registrants did not receive theirs, and we 
are trying to remedy the situation.

 MULE TENDERS BARRACKS (LONG HOUSE) 
NEARING COMPLETION 

 

     In the fall of 1999, Hurricane Floyd brought much damage to the          
Millstone Valley. In Griggstown, the muddy waters of the Millstone           
River spilled onto the Causeway and filled the entire first floor of the 
building historically known as the Mule Tenders Barracks (now also                 
referred to as the Long House). In addition, the Bridgetender’s House                    
and Station were damaged. 
     In the summer of 2000 the Department of Parks and Forestry             
employed a team to gut the Barracks and remove the mold that had                       
accumulated over the preceding months.  
     During the last ten years there were several attempts to restore the 

building, but finally, in 2009, work 
began in earnest. Today the project is
